Before joining a field trip, be sure to read our gu ide to Field Trip Etiquette on the previous page. This will help make the trip more enjoy-
able for everyone else! 
 

Sunday May 31st – To Prince Edward County for fossil collecting . We will include a trip to a cave first. The cave is called Tyendinaga 
Caves. It is newly opened to the public on a fee basis in 2008. The cost to tour the cave is $10 +GST for adults, $6 +GST for youths 5 and 
up, $6 +GST for seniors, under 5 yrs free. They can take up to 15 people at a time for a guided tour which lasts 45 minutes to 1 hour. There 
is a picnic area on site to have lunch and a small area for kids to collect fossils. The meeting place will be the commuter parking lot just at the 
north side of 401 at Shannonville Road for 9:30am. (Shannonville road is approximately ½ way between Highway 49 interchange and Belle-
ville). 
 

Sunday June 14th – This is a second trip to Marmoraton Iron Mine , Marmora Ontario. Meet at Aecons gate on highway 14 south of Mar-
mora approximately 3km south of #7 highway for 9am. To get there from Kingston, take the 401 to either Highway 62 North to Madoc and 
turn left onto #7 highway to Marmora, watch for intersection of Highway 14 at traffic light and turn left to Aecon’s gate. The alternate route is 
to turn off Highway 62 just north of Belleville onto Highway 14 in Foxboro area and follow through to Stirling (Highway 14 takes a right turn at 
the traffic light in Stirling). Follow through to Aecons gate on right hand side. This should be a faster route. 

 

Note: As in the past hard hats and safety foot wear are required. Also new to us this year are safety vests which are required. The 
club has purchased 30 safety vests and also safety glasses. These will be available at the gate. This is a great collecting site with 
magnetite , garnets  both almandine  and andradite , calcite , quartz , hematite , epidote  and pyrite  all to be found as crystals. As 
well for the lapidary people there are a few items that will cut into nice cabochons such as unakite , marbles  and some other mate-
rial and for those looking for that special rock for your garden there is lots to choose from. Do bring lots of fluids to drink as this can 
be a very hot and dry location. 

 

Sunday June 28th – Our second field trip in June. We will be going to Verona  to visit first the Verona Building Products Quarry to look for 
diopside , hornblende , scapolite  titanite  and tourmaline . To get to this site we have to cross a wet area and we may need to wait until it 
is dry enough. The second site is the Card quarries. We will be looking for feldspars , quartz , fergusonite , and tourmaline . There are lots of 
micros  to be found here with also some decent sized specimens as well. Takes a lot of looking. Club member Dave Brown who lives in Ve-
rona is arranging this outing. We will meet just south of Verona on Highway 38 at a small day use picnic area on the east side of the road. 
Coming from Kingston this is just past a large quarry on your right. Meet time is 9am. 
 

Sunday July 19th – To Quadville  for a visit to the Rose Quartz Quarry first and then finish out the day at the Beryl Pit. These quarries were 
known as Canadian Beryllium Mines and Alloys Limited, west pit and east pit. Of interest this deposit of rose quartz was at one time known 
as the largest single deposit in the world of rose quartz. It was mined as a source of silica for smelting iron. We will meet at Kaufelts store in 
Quadville at 10am. This will mean an early start for your day as it will be 3 to 4 hours drive (estimate) from Kingston.   
 

From Kingston take 401 to Napanee and turn north on Highway 41. Go to Kaladar and cross #7 highway. Continue on to Denbigh and turn 
left onto Highway 28. Go to Hardwood Lake and turn right on Highway 514 and go to intersection of Highway 515 and turn right and go to 
Quadville. When entering Quadville you make a sharp right turn and Kaufelts store is ahead and on the right. 
 

Minerals found at the rose quartz quarry are beryl . Sometimes as very good xls , some different radioactive minerals , feldspar , quartz  as 
white, smokey and of course very good rose quartz. Minerals found at the Beryl pit include clevelandite , albite , fortunate , feldspar , amazo-
nite , fluorite  (massive purple) and tourmaline  plus others. 
 

There is a charge normally of $6 per adult and $5 per student (2009 rates) to visit each of these sites.  However if we are going to go to both 
the owner Dave Patterson has said he will knock $1 off the total.  He will be meeting us at Kaufelts store and taking us into the rose quartz 
deposit and I will lead to the Beryl pit from there. There is also a charge for the rose quartz at from $2 to $3 a pound depending on quality. 
Very reasonable for excellent quartz some of faceting quality. 
 

August 15th and 16th - Another “Bancroft Blitz ”. This year 2 sites per day instead of 3. Hopefully more time to collect and not so rushed. 
Some of the sites we can choose from Bear Lake collecting site, Millars Mine, Abandoned Rail line pegmatite, (near Wilberforce), Grace lake 
road cut, Price Choppers excavation, Elephant Lake road cuts, Buck Creek titanite location (off Kingscott road). Lots of sites to choose from. 
 

We will meet as last year at the old train station parking lot in Bancroft for 10am each day. For anyone not sure follow Highway 62 through 
down town Bancroft. From the south you make a right turn, go one block and turn left at next light and turn left ant the next light again. Go 
across the river and the old train station is on your right. Any one coming from Highway 28 East, when you get to the traffic light at 62 turn 
right and make a left at the next traffic light. As last year I will make up a rout sheet to try and avoid anyone who may get separated from get-
ting lost. 
 

September 13th/20th or 27th - Hoping to be at the Yates Uranium mine at Otter Lake, Quebec .  Dates should be finalized by mid August 
with Darryl. There will be a charge for this mine. Details to follow. 
 

October 11th – I haven’t thought a lot about this one yet but am hoping to have a site near Kingston to wrap up the year. 
 

In addition, I expect to spend a lot of time in the  Bancroft area collecting this year. I should be there most weekends as well as a lot of 
weekdays. If anyone is coming to the area and wants to collec t, you can try my house phone at 613-476-4893 evenings. Also my cell 
phone works at the trailer most of the time at 613-848-5844. Best to try this in the evening as well as I will probably be away most days col-
lecting. It’s hit or miss elsewhere in the area for cell phones. I know of a lot of sites that are not in most guidebooks.
